The Unblemished Lamb that shows who you belong to. (Exodus
12)

Israel knows what God is like.

loved Son.

A foretold Lamb who will take on the sin of the blemished sheep
(Isaiah 53)

except for one.



The perfect Lamb recognized who will take away the sin of the
world (John 1)

John recognizes Jesus the perfect lamb.

John tells of what Jesus will do.

The worthy Lamb that was slain who deserves Glory, honour and
power. (Revelation 5)

The apostle John sees the risen lamb and his angels tell of
how we are to respond to our saviour.

We are to live our lives to glorify Jesus.

We are to hold Jesus up giving him the honour he deserves in
our lives.

We are to give Jesus the power over us, so that we obey him.
